You will need: 
 Index cards 
 Masking tape 
 Marker 

 
Preparation: 

1. Write one character on each index card: 
possessed man, demon, townsperson, pig, 
Jesus, pig herder. Make as many as you 
have students in class. There can be more 
than one of  each character. 

 
Instructions: 

1. We are going to play a game about the 
characters in today’s story. Each of  

you will get a card taped to your 
back that will either say possessed 
man, demon, townsperson, pig, 
Jesus, or pig herder. Your job is to try 
and guess what character you are by 
asking the other students in class yes 
or no questions about yourself.  

2. You may want to prohibit students from 
asking direct questions like, “Am I the 
pig herder?” 

3. Allow students time to play at least one 
round. Change characters for a second 
round.
