You will need: 
 Blankets or sheets 
 Chairs and table 
 Optional: battery-operated candle or 

flashlight 
 
Instructions: 

1. Paul had a job, just like other people 
do. He made tents. So to remember 
Paul and his job as a tentmaker, we 
are going to spend some time 
together in a tent. 

2. Work with the participants to make a 
tent using blankets or sheets draped 
over tables and chairs. Make sure the 
tent is big enough that all of  the 
participants can fit inside. Use a battery-
operated candle or flashlight in the 
center of  the tent. 

3. Now that we are in our tent, let’s 
pray together. What would you like 
to pray about? Allow participants time 
to think about their prayer requests. 
Begin and end the prayer, allowing 
participants to take turns praying in the 
middle.
